Information from Kokuho Nenkin-kakari

(1) For those enrolled in the National Health Insurance program:

Starting in August, the National Health Insurance "certificate" will change.
If you do not have a My Number insurance card, your certificate will be an Eligibility Confirmation Card. Please present
your Eligibility Confirmation Card when you check in at the hospital.

If you have a My Number insurance card, your certificate will be a "Notice of Eligibility Information." Please present your
My Number insurance card when you check in at the hospital.

However, please take your My Number card and "Notice of Eligibility Information" with you in case the My Number
insurance card is not recognized.

(2) For those enrolled in the Medical Care System for the Elderly:

The Medical Care Eligibility Confirmation Card for the Elderly (formerly the insurance card) will be updated. The orange
card will be valid starting in August. When you go to the hospital, please present your Eligibility Confirmation Card or My
Number Insurance Card.

(3) Applications for exemption or deferral of national pension premiums are now being accepted.

Those who are unable to pay their premiums due to economic hardship may qualify.

Eligible individuals may apply at the Kokuho Nenkin-kakari in the Shimin-ka or the Kakegawa Pension Office.

Application period: July 2025 to June 2026 (Considered up to last two years and one month periodfrom application.)

(4) The taxable limit and standard deduction amount for the National Health Insurance Tax will change. The standard
deduction for medical insurance premiums for the elderly will also change.
