“Blue Tickets" Now Apply to Bicycle Violations

Starting April 1, the Traffic Violation Notice System (also known as the "Blue Ticket System") will apply to
individuals aged 16 and over for bicycle violations, including running red lights and using a smartphone while
riding. Bicycles are subject to the same traffic laws as other vehicles. Always follow traffic rules and ride safely.

mWhat is the Traffic Violation Notice System?

If you pay the fine within a specified period after committing a traffic violation,
the case can be resolved without criminal or family court proceedings.

mWhat is the Blue Ticket?

A blue ticket is a document issued to violators detailing the facts of the violation.
The official name is a "Traffic Violation Notice."

Running red lights, ignoring stop signs, riding on the wrong side of the road,
failing to stop at railroad crossings, etc.
